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1. Goals and objectives
·  To promote a discipline “Sports knife throwing”.

· To develop the discipline “Sports knife throwing” domestically (in the Russian Federation) and internationally.
· To decide winners and prize-winners in single distance and individual all round competitions.
· To stimulate work of national federations “Universal fight” with sportsmen.

· To share experience of working with sportsmen, organizing events and holding competitions in “Sports knife throwing”.

2. Dates and location of the competitions
The competitions are held from 15 till 17 November 2017 in the sports centre at MSTU named after N.E. Bauman.

3. Administration of preparation and running the competitions
1. The organizing committee of the competition is responsible for: general issues connected with event preparation and organization, including technical provision (preparation and installation of stands for knife throwing, equipment for secretary office etc.), mass media invitation for the competitions’ coverage and other administrative arrangements.
2. Principal judicial bench, approved by the Unifight president, is responsible for the running of the competitions.

3. The organizing committee is empowered to introduce alterations and amendments to the Provisions.

4. Chief Judge of the competitions is Spirkin V.S. (+7-903-834-43-33), principal secretary Frolovskiy A.V. 
4. Requirements towards team members, participants and terms of competitions organization
National federations make up teams: 
- women over 18 for the day of competitions according to the International amateur federation “Universal fight” competitions Regulations;
- men over 18 for the day of competitions according to the International amateur federation “Universal fight” competitions Regulations.
5. Program of the competitions:
- women - distances 3,5 and 7 m., individual all round competition;
- men – distances 5,7 and 9 m., individual all round competition.
December, 15, Friday:

Before 18.00 – arrival of World Championship participants.

18.00-20.00 – Mandate commission work, draw procedure, referees’ workshop, meeting of teams representatives, 
Over the following days, panel of judges and team representatives meeting will be held on termination of each  competition day.
December, 16, Saturday:
09.00 – 14.50 – preliminary competitions (5 series with 3 throws each):
 - at the distance of 3 m. among women;

- at the distance of 5 m. among men;

- at the distance of 5m. among women;

- at the distance of 7 m. among men;

- at the distance of 7 m. among women;

- at the distance of 9 m. among men.
15:00-15:20 Opening ceremony of World Championship in “Sports knife throwing” 

15.30 – 18.30 – finals (10 series with 3 throws each)

- at the distance of 3 m. among women;

- at the distance of 5 m. among women;

- at the distance of 5 m. among men;

- at the distance of 7 m. among women;

- at the distance of 7 m. among men;

- at the distance of 9 m. among men.

December, 17, Sunday:

9.00 – 14.00 – individual all round competition:

 - among women in triathlon – TM (3m+5m+7m, 10 series each)

 - among men in triathlon – TM (5m +7m+9m, 10 series each).

According to the decision of panel of judges (as agreed by the World Championship organizing committee), there might be alterations in exercises as well as in their order and time. 
Debriefing, awarding ceremony and closing ceremony of the World Championship will be held at the end of the competition. 

6. Team members’ application and draw procedure
1. Applications from Federations (clubs) are to be sent to the organizing committee e-mail address mofsmn@mail.ru in the pdf or jpeg format (according to the Appendix №1) 20 days prior to the competitions start.
2. Team Chief is to submit to the Mandate commission an original application form, ID cards, insurance documents for each participant.
3. Draw procedure is to be held on termination of  the Mandate commission.
     In the second lap participants are to do exercises taking into account their    results in the first lap, starting with the worst towards the best.

7. Terms of competitions running.

1. Only accredited sportsmen are allowed to take part in competitions providing they do have skills to handle certified knives, which are not classified as weapon, know the rules of sports knife throwing, have medical license to take part in these competitions. 
2. Dress code of participants: black sport trousers, white short-sleeved shirt – T-shirt, sports shoes (sneakers). Coating clothes with logos of clubs (Federations) and sponsors is subject to an agreement with the World Championship organizing committee. 
3. Referees dress code: white short-sleeved shirt, black tie – bow tie, black trousers, black socks, black sports shoes.

4. The competitions are to be held in three laps, to each series accomplishment is given 30 seconds:
- in the first lap (preliminary competitions) all sportsmen, who are allowed to participate, are to take part in. 
 - 8 best participants in each distance of preliminary lap take part in the second lap where they compete for top prize places. Simultaneously 8 best participants are determined to take part in individual all round competition in accordance with the total score for all the distances of the second lap.

- 8 best participants (individual all round competition) compete for the title of all round champion in the third lap.
5. If a sportsman produces zero result in series at any competition lap 3 times running this sportsman is to be withdrawn from the executing distance.
8. Determination of the winners
Winners and prize-winners in each type of competitions program are to be determined by the highest number of scores.

In case of scores’ equality those who have the best performance result in the penultimate and ultimate series are to be given a competitive advantage. 
In case of scores’ equality in individual all round competition priority is given to the participant gained  a competitive advantage in the last distance.
9. Financial terms

Transportation costs, hotel accommodation and meals expenses, entrance visa fee are to be paid by seconding companies and national federations or at the participants’ expense.
Accreditation of competitions participants equals:
- 5000 rubles, in case of participating in all distances;
- 3000 rubles  in case of participating in one or two distances.

10. Award procedure

Prize fund accounts for 300000 rubles and will be accumulated by accredited participants’ fees in an amount of not less than 50% of the total amount of fees and allocated among competitions winners. 

All the winners and prizewinners in separate exercises and individual all round competition are awarded with diplomas, medals, commemorative and money prizes.
11. Organizational issues
1. Present Provisions represent an official invitation for the World Championship in sport knife throwing.

2. All teams of countries-participants are to have a national flag and anthem of the country on a memory stick for opening, awarding, closing  ceremonies.
3. Decision of participation/no-show is to be sent till November 26, 2017.

4. Knives and their transportation to competition place and back should not contradict present Russian legislation. Availability of compliance certificate copy for knifes is obligatory.  
5.  Competitions venue: sports centre at MSTU named after N.E. Bauman (RF, Moscow, Elekrozavodskaya underground station, Gospitalnaya embankment, 4 bld.1).
